Credit for Opera
House/Tuesday Recitals is recorded by swiping your
COUGAR ONE CARD in and out at each event (some
events only require that you swipe once). Credit for
approved student recitals is processed by turning in a
copy of the program (with your name & student
PeopleSoft ID) to the Front Desk WITHIN two weeks
of the recital. Student recital programs will not be
accepted for credit after the two-week time period.

Concert Passes

Music majors are entitled to only one free admission to
most MSM events. In order to get your free ticket,
present your COUGAR ONE CARD with a current
validation sticker.
